The proposed size of the stand is: 

�  length: 20 meters 
�  width: 7 meters 
�  total area: 140 sqm 

 
The stand is divided in the following main areas: 
 

�  VIP area (orange, 4x4) : this area will be dedicated to the Royal Thai Embassy for 
both "Servizi Consolari in Movimento" (Consular Services in Mobility) and for 
receiving VIP guests 

�  Multimedia Expo' (light green, 4x3) : in this area we will organise an exhibition of 
both photos and videos of Thailand 

�  Floating Market (blue areas, 12x7):  this area will be organised to reproduce the 
most typical market in Thailand, known as the "floating market" (because it happens 
on boats in a river). The market will offer only typical Thai-originated products such 
as handcrafts, decorations, clothes, silk products, flowering, wooden objects, pre-
packaged food and beverages... The area will include also a travel agency 
specialised in Thailand destinations 

�  Loi Krathong ceremony (yellow, 1x4):  it will happen by putting hand-made 
flowers and candles into a properly setup water tank 

�  Traditional Thai Massage (green, 3x2,5):  in this areas specialised massagers will 
provide different types of traditional Thai massages 

�  Theatre (purple, 3x4):  this is an elevated stage that will be dedicated to continuous 
activities to attract visitors into the stand. Activities will include: traditional Thai 
dances, Thai songs, Traditional Thai fashion shows, handcraft activities, videos... 

�  Storage and Dressing room (gray, 2x3,5):  a storage room for both market and 
Thai cooking area. This area serves also as dressing room for performers on 
theatre. 

�  Thai cooking area (dark orange, 2x1):  this area will feature Thai cooking shows 
and lessons, further to selling pre-packaged Thai-food.
